Clarifications & Expectations

Deliberate Practice: In FY17, the teacher’s final evaluation rating will
include the Professional Growth component, which will be 10% of the total
final rating. Teachers must choose one Target Element from Domain 1 that
requires growth and at least one Action Step as to how they will grow their
element. The deadline to activate the plan is October 15th, 2016. Support

*The rating of Developing will apply to those teachers classified as category 1A & 1B. The
rating of Needs Improvement will apply to those teachers classified as category 2 teachers.

Target Elements: The Target Element for a Teacher’s Professional Growth
Plan must be observed at least once during the observation period. Itis a
“best practice” that the Target Element be observed at least twice during the
observation period.

Defining Innovating in Domain 1: The performance rating of Innovating is
when 100% of the students are monitored for the Desired Effect of the
Element. If 100% is not achieved, then the teacher must adapt and create
new strategies for unique student needs and situations in order for the
Desired Effect to be evident for all students.

Defining Innovating in Domains 2/3/4: The performance rating of

Innovating is when the teacher is a recognized leader in helping one or more

individuals with the particular activity of that Element.

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FY17 Assessments Used in Teacher Evaluations

Florida Statute 1012.34 requires each school district to include student performance as a component of teacher
evaluations. In a recent meeting of the Joint Evaluation Negotiating Committee the assessments that will be used
for the Student Performance Rating of the FY17 Teacher Evaluation were approved. As in prior years, three of
these models will be generated by Florida Department of Education (FDOE) and the remaining models will be
computed locally.
