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Purpose of Collection Development Policy

The Collection Development Policy is designed to support Pine Jog Elementary
School's Library Mission Statement and serves as a guide for the selection,
acquisition, maintenance, and retention of materials by establishing roles,
responsibilities, and a process for addressing Library user concerns.

As our student population changes, the Media Center at Pine Jog Elementary School,
reassesses and adapts its collections to reflect new and differing areas of interest
and needs. The Collection Development Policy is annually evaluated and revised as
necessary to provide guidance for implementing changes in the collection.

Background Statement & School Community

Pine Jog Elementary School opened in 2008. The school grade is a “B". Additionally,
Pine Jog offers a Choice Program environment through the Environmental (STEM)
and AVID curriculum. We also offer AMP: Gifted/Accelerated classes.

Pine Jog has a culturally and ethnically diverse student population representing
different economic backgrounds. Students are enrolled in grades K-Sth, and the

annual enrollment is approximately 866 students with 66% qualifying for free or
reduced lunch. The diversity breakdown is 13% White, 35% Black, 43% Hispanic, 5%

Asian, and 3% Mixed Race. Current ELL population is 17% and the ESE population is
8%.

Mission Statement

Qur mission is to develop a community of environmentally conscious learners who
value and respect themselves, others and the world we share through integrating

science, technology, nature and art. This mission is accomplished through
collaborative efforts between our school, Pine Jog Environmental Center and FAU.

Media Center Mission Statement

The Library Media Center is dedicated to designing and maintaining a library media
program that supports, complements, and expands the instructional program of the
school. The library media staff will provide resources to promote opportunities to
gain information literacy skills for the 21st Century and to instill a lifelong love of

reading.



Library Program

The Pine Jog media center is dedicated to maintaining a library media
program that supports our school mission and cultural diversity. The
library staff will:

e Provide and promote extensive use of resources in multiple formats
that are designed to meet the varying needs of all learners in all
aspects of the curriculum;

Provide a learning environment which promotes inquiry;

Stimulate intellectual curiosity,

Encourage pleasure reading;

Develop diverse interests for the enjoyment of life-long learning, and;
Provide and promote instruction to prepare students to become
independent users of libraries and information resources.

SCHEDULE: The Media Center is on an 8-day Fine Arts rotation wheel with
fixed scheduling. Open Media Center hours are also offered to teachers
for class projects, as needed to support curricular goals.

The Scholastic Book Fair is a special initiative that enables families to
purchase books of interest that promote a love of reading each year.

Scope of the Collection

The collection development is focused on the curriculum of Pine Jog Elementary
School, which follows the guidelines of the School District of Palm Beach County,
which in turn are governed by the Department of Education of the State of Florida.

According to best practices for school libraries in the United States, the print and
non-print collection at Pine Jog Elementary School is arranged by the Dewey Decimal
Classification System. Additional resources are provided by district-wide
subscriptions to electronic information databases.

Through cooperation with all Media Centers within Palm Beach County School
District and affiliation with the Palm Beach Public Library System, SUNLINK and
SEFLIN, the Pine Jog Elementary School library is able to extend its collection to
provide major resources needed by a patron.

Collection Development

With input from administration, teachers, students, parents, and
stakeholders, the media specialist will ensure the media collection has a
variety of resources to meet the academic and personal interest needs of its
students. Collection development follows guidelines set by the School
District of Palm Beach County, which is governed by the Department of
Education for the Stote of Florioda.



Selection and Evaluation Criteria

Materials considered for purchase are selected on the basis of the criteria
established in SDPBC 8.12 (See Appendix D).

Reputable, unbiased, professional reviewing sources used for selection include Kirkus
Review, Titlewave, and School Library Journal.

Materials are selected based upon many factors. Considerations include aesthetics,

literary and social value, appropriateness to student age and emotional maturity
and relevance to the curriculum.

Selection Criteria

o. Materials for use in school media centers or clossroom librory collections shall be corefully selected.
A choice of materiols that support the instructional progrom and promote reoding shaoll be available
to students and professional staff to allow for varying achievement levels, interests, and
teaching/learning styles. Each school sholl, in conjunction with the “Library Bill of Rights”
iwwviala.org/advocacy/sites/ala.org.advocacy/files/content/intfreedom/librarybill/lbor.pdf ) of the
American Librory Association {ALA") and District policy, establish procedures for the evaluation,
selection, management, ond disposol of library media moterials in conformance with this policy and
Policy 81205 and shall record such in the school’s collection development plan.

b. The "Library Bill of Rights™ referenced herein is to be used as o suggested guideline. To the extent
that there are inconsistencies between the guidelines in the "Library Bill of Rights™ and District
policy, District policy shall toke precedence and shall govern the selection, retention and disposition
criteria of library medio moterials for library medio centers and classrooms.

c. Selection of materials shall also be consistent with the provisions in the School Boards collective
bargeining agreement with CTA relating to ocademic freedom and responsibilities--Article I, Section
K—to the extent those provisions are applicable.

d. Moreover, consistent with Flo. Stat. §10046.28 (2) (o) 2, librory media materials must be suited to
stucent needs and their ability to comprehend the material presented, and be appropriate for the
grade level and age group for which the material is used.

2. In conjunction with the selection criteria above, library media speciolists, teochers and
administrators at each school location sholl evaluote ond select print and non-print materiols for the
library medio center using several of the criterio outlined below, as appropriate for the medio type.
Any library media material contoining pornography or otherwise prohibited by Fla Stat. § 847012 os
harmful to minors may not be used or made available within any public school.

f. Additional criteria used in evaluating all moterials include:

i. PROFESSIONAL REVIEWS. -- Print or non-print medio including video footoge thot have

bean favorably reviewed by two or more professional sources such os o School Library

Journaol, Horn Book, Booklist, and/or Childrens Catalog.

ii. EDUCATIONAL SIGNIFICANCE. -- Material is valuable to an individual course of study or to

the library media collection; the degree to which the material would be supplemented and

explained by mature clossroom instruction.

iii. APPROPRIATENESS. -- Material is geared to the age, maturity, diverse interests, and

lecrning levels of students for whom it is intended. Reading levels ond Lexile's are

considered Lo provide a range of material that challenges the student and guides their

selection process.

iv. ACCURACY. — Nonfiction information is correct, recent, and objective.

v. LITERARY MERIT. — Fiction thot has o noteworthy plot, setting, choracterization, style ond

theme.

vi. SCOPE. -- Content is covered adequately to achieve its intended purpose.

vii. AUTHORITY. -- The author, editor, or producer has a superior reputation for producing
materiols of this noture.

Gifts and Donations

Any books gifted or donated to the school must meet the same selection
criteria as all other materials. No materials will be added to the collection
if they are out-of-date or age-inappropriate material simply because they
were donated. All gifts and donations must follow the same processes as
new book orders.

Collection Maintenance

Per Florida Statute governing Instructional Materials, instructional
material stored in the Library Media Center must be inventoried
annually. To facilitate the circulation and inventory process, Destiny
Library Manager software has been made available to all schools. Pine
Jog Elementary School typically inventories part of its collection each
year on a rotational basis, every 3 years.

Weeding of materials and resources is essential for the maintenance of
a healthy reading, research, and reference library media collection.
Weeding is a form of quality control of the collection in which outdated,
inaccurate, and worn-out materials and equipment are discarded from
the electronic catalog and physically removed from the collection.

The Library Media Specialist is responsible for the ongoing
maintenance of a quality collection which includes the procurement of
new materials and discarding of ineffective items. Teachers,
administration, and the school library media advisory committee assist
in the re-evaluation and systematic deleting of materials and
equipment to ensure that the collection remains responsive to user
needs, changing curriculum, and advancing technology.

In coordinating this process, the library media specialist will follow
objective criteria for removing materials and equipment from the
media center, which include obsolescence, physical age and condition,
and general inapplicability for continued inclusion in the existing
collection.

In the event of a challenge by a citizen of Palm Beach County, Administration and
school personnel at Pine Jog will follow SDPBC policy 8.1205 - Challenge Procedures
for Instructional Materials (see Appendix D).

To challenge materials, the complainant must complete the form PBSD 1113 (see
Appendix E).



Appendix A

LIBRARY BILL OF RIGHTS

The American Library Association affirms that all libraries are forums

for information and ideas and that the following basic policies should
guide their services.

VL.

Books and other library resources should be provided for the
interest, information, and enlightenment of all people of the
community the library serves. Materials should not be excluded
because of the origin, background, or views of those
contributing to their creation.

Libraries should provide materials and information presenting

doctrinal disapproval.

Libraries should challenge censorship in the fulfillment of their
responsibility to provide information and enlightenment.

Policy 812 - Selection of Librory Media Center Materials and Reading List Materials

Adequote Library Medic Materiols.— Librory medio moterials for the school's Library Medio Center, including
print, non-print, seriols [periodicals), electronic resources, computer software, video images, films, ond
instructional television programs, represent fundamental resources selected for schools to support
instruction, promote reading, further the pursuit of knowledge through research and exploration, and provide
information literacy experiences of educational significance for class groups, individual students, teachers
and administrotors. It is the shared responsibility of the State, District, and school, within budgetary
constroints, to provide an adequate number and range of librory media materiols ond resources in a variety
of formats that ore appropriate, timely, and essential to the ottainment of specified educational objectives
subject to District policy. It is also the responsibility of the State and District and school to provide library
media materials that represent the diverse cultures, ethnic groups, longuages and religious beliefs of the
community and thaot are free of bias, stereotypes, distortions, and prejudices.

. Reoding List Materiols.-—- Reading list materiols are recommended or assigned moterials school- wide or

grade level.

. Purpose-- The Board believes that the selection of library medio materials and reading list materials is

within its jurisdiction pursuant to relevant statutory and constitutionaol laws. The library medio center, within
budgetary constreints, shall contain a comprehensive collection of materials and equipment, in a variety of

medio formats that are accessible to students during the school day, to:
a. Promote the development of lifelong reading habits and information literacy skills in students;

b. Provide a broad background of information resources in areas of knowledge,

¢. Support the general educational gools of the District and the objectives of specific courses,
including materials that represent diverse points of view in order that young citizens may develop,
under guidonce, the proctice of criticol analysis of medio and intellectual integrity in forming
Jjudgments;

d. Meet the personal needs and interests of students, including materials that: nurture the development
of recreational reading/listening/ viewing, cultural appreciation, and aesthetic values; represent the
many religious, racial, ethnic, linguistic, and cultural groups in our society ond reflect their
contributions to the heritage and cullure of our civilizotion; foster respect for the diverse roles
availoble to women and men in today's society; and provide access Lo materials in heritage language
as stipulated by the META agreement.

e. Support the professionol needs of teachers and administrators: and

f. Introduce new instructional technologies into the learning environment.

4. Choice~ Library medio moteriols aore ovailable to students ond staff as optionol resources and are usually not



mandatory reading as is the case with textbook instructionol materiols.

Librory medio that is sensitive or mature may not be appropriate for oll readers in o school but
remains o port of the collection to address the needs of some of the reoding community if it meets
the selection criterio of the school. Educotors and library medio speciolists should be sensitive to the
reading level, belief system, interest level ond maturity level of students when helping mcke selections

for

individuols, reading oloud to groups, or when having whole class porticipation in o rending

project. If o parent or adult student stotes o reosoncble objection to library reacing material
assigned to a class, comporable instruction will be made ovailoble for the student through on
alternate reading assignment without penaolty.

5. Use of Librory Medio Moterials Allocotion.-- School principals ore responsible for ensuring that operating
budget and stote categorical funds are used to purchase library medio materials that reinforce instruction
ond stimulote leisure reading for the students enrolled ot the grode level(s) for which the materiols ore

designed and to effectively communicate to parents the manner in which moteriols are used to implement the
curriculum of the school under Fla. Stot. § 1006.40.

6. Management of Library Media Materials.-- Following proctice and precedent, the school library media centers
in Polm Beach County will arrange media and materials according to the Dewey Decimal Classificotion System.
Library media moterials acquired with funds from the General Appropriotion Act of the State of Florida are to

be catologed and inventoried as part of the library media collection. Library media materiols may be
inventoried in one to three year cycles.

7. Selection.-- HB 1467 (2022), amending Fla. Stat. § 1006.28 provides selection requirements.
0. Initial Review Process

‘Eoch book made ovoilable to students through a school district library media center or
included in a recommended or assigned school or grade-level reading list must be selected by

Policy 81205 - Objection Procedures for Instructional Materials, Library Media Materials, and Supplemental
Classroom Materials, including Reading Lists

This Policy does not opply to the 30-doy post-odoption challenges to specific instructional materials by parents or
County residents in compliance with Fla. Stot. § 1006.28(1) (o) (3). The procedures to follow for those challenges are

outlined in School Board Policy 8.122, subparagraph {3){g).

In addition, the Superintendent or designee, even without an objection or challenge, has the authority ta remove
instructional materials, library medio materials, supplemental classroom materials on reading list based on statutory
considerations. The basis for the removal shall be documented.

This Policy implements Fla. Stot. § 1006.28 (2){0)2 reloting to: objections by parents or this County's residents to: a)
instructional moterials more than 30 days after adoption of instructional moterials and b): library media materials,
including reading lists, ond non-adopted classroom materials. The procedures to follow for those challenges are
outlined below; however, a parent or a resident of this County has the option to speak ond proffer evidence at the
Board hearing on adopting instructional materials and the Board adoption meeting without having followed the

procedures below.

1 Grievonce Procedures Concerning Core Instructionol Moterials, Librory Media Materials, Reading Lists, end
Supplemental Clossroom Instructionol Materiols

a.

The Superintendent or his/her designee is authorized to administer the following procedures in
occordance with federal and state law.

Any resident of Palm Beach County, or emoncipated student or parent of a child attending public school
in Palm Beach County may file on objection with a school or the Board Clerk concerning the use of or
content in inslructional materials, library media materials, and supplemental classrocom materials,
including reading lists.

. The parent or resident will be provided the cpportunity to proffer evidence on the grouncs stated within

Flo. Stat. § 1006.28(2)(0)(2), reloting to instructional materials, librory medio materials, and supplemental
classroom materials, including reading lists.

. Chollenged materials may be removed from use in the school where the objection was initioted after the

grocedures of this Policy hove been completed or if it is agreed by the District ot ony of these stages. Per
la. Stot. § 1006.26(2){0)(2), if the School Board "finds thot an instructional material does not meet the
criteria under sub-subparagroph o. or thot any other moterial contoins prohibited content under sub-
subparagroph b., the school district sholl discontinue use of the material for any grade level or age group
for which such use is inappropriate or unsuitable.”

Objections fileo by a porent or emancipated student sholl be heord in the school in which that student is
registered. If the parent has children at different schools in Palm Beach County, then the objection must
specify which school(s) the objection pertoins to and it will be heard in thot/those school(s). If the



objecting party is not the parent of o child in the School District, the objection will be assigned to the
oppropriote school within the boundary correspondmg_ to the residence of the objecting porty for review
if the moaterial is located at that school or to the school in close proximity where the material is located.

2. School Level: Informal Complaint

Any complaint arising out of the use of o material in a school shall be registered in writing with the
principal of the school. Within five school days of the receipt of the comploint, the principal and/or
his/her designee and the appropriate staff member(s) sholl meet with the complainont to explain:

iii. the role thatl the material in question has in the schools curriculum or library media center or
classroom collection; ond

iv. whatever additional information is deemed needed regarding the item's use.

If the complainont is not sotisfied with the explanation and desires to file o formol complaint, the formal
procedures below sholl be followed.

complainont’s signature will result in the rejection of the form and no formal review process under this
subsection will be initiated.

. A challenge to the same moterial(s) by multiple chaollengers within one school can be consolidoted into

one challenge for considerotion by the School Materiols Review Committee, Principal, Superintendent,
Cistrict Materiol Review Committee, and School Board (the reviewing persons and entities) as set forth in
the below proceedings.

. A challenge to multiple materiols will require odditional preparation time for the reviewing persons and

entities set forth below A chollenge of more than five materiols will add an additional two (2) doys per item
Lo the time deadlines for the school or District actions thot are specified within this Policy.

. For materials used in that school, the form and the materiol in question shall be studied by a School

Materials Review Committee appointed on an od hoc basis by the school Principal Representotion on the
School Materiols Review Commitlee should reflect the diversity of the District and school, and the
follewing provisions apply:

i. The committee shall consist of the Principal or his/her designee of the school where the complaint
was made; two teachers in the appropriate subject oreo/grode; one teacher from another subject
area/grade; o library media speciolist; o guidance counselor; one student from the appropriote
grade level or o student who is accomplished in the specific subject area (middle and senior high
school only). one layperson from the school's Parent-Teacher Association or the School Advisory
Council; c representotive designated by the Regional Superintendent, and o representotive from the
District deportment representing Instructionol Materiols ond/or Library Media Services.

ii. The School Materials Review Committee shall meet within fifteen (15) school work days of receipt by
the Principol of the reconsiderotion form.
