It serves approximately 800
students in grades 6-8. There are students of various ethnicities - African-American,
Hispanic, and Caucasian who speak English, Creole, Portugues, and Spanish. The
school offers several programs including Cambridge, Dance, and, Pre-Medical and
Pre-Teacher Academies. ;

Mission Statement
The mission of Lantana Community Middle School is to create and maintain a positive,

professional, and secure environment for all staff, students, and parents in order that they may
grow intellectually, and may acquire skills necessary to be successful and productive.

Media Center Mission Statement

The library media center will contain a comprehensive collection of information resources that
enable the school to achieve its goal of helping each individual attain new heights personally,
academically, and professionally. In addition, the center promotes information literacy skills,
which include accessing, interpreting, using, and evaluating information in order to become a
critically thinking, ethical, life long learner.

Responsibility for Collection Management & Development

The library media collection is to enrich and support the instructional program and school
objectives along with supporting the school objectives. Therefore, a variety of input is needed
from administration, faculty, staff, and students in selecting materials. Suggestions and requests
from all stakeholders are received and those materials evaluated to determine their
appropriateness for the collection.

Library Program

The library program supports and enhances the instructional program and school objectives.

It provides information resources for all areas of knowledge while meeting the personal and
recreational needs of students and staff as well as supporting the professional needs of teachers
and staff,

Scope of the Collection

Lantana Middie Community School houses students in grades 6 through 8. They represent
culturally diverse ethnic and economic backgrounds, which include, but are not limited to, Haitian,
Hispanic, and Asian. The media center serves the following groups within the school: Gifted,
ESE, ELL, autistic units, an after-schoo! program, adult education GED program, and all students
and staff.

The collaction will contain a wide variaty of print and nonprint materials that are appropriate for
difierent lavels and lsarning styles. Materials will support both curriculum and pleasure reading
as per School Board Policy 8.12. Per District policy the collection will be arranged in standard
Dewey order. The coflsction will be maintained at approximately ten books per student. An
audiovisual collection will also be mainiained. A collection of audiovisual equipment will be kept
in the media center with sufficient equipment to fulfill teachers’ requests. Computer resources
inciude a computer lab, and fifty-three deskiop computers.

Collection Development

Coflection davelopment is the process of building the library collection to meet the
information needs of the library users in a timely and economical manner using
Information resources locally held, as well as resources from other organizations. Itis
the means by which the library provides high quality information resources of print and
non-print materials and provides access to electronic resources that will meet
instructional requirements. Through collection development, we also sfrive to meet the
cultural and recreational needs of the users. Collection development is an ongoing
process, undertaken by the librarian, with input from faculty, administrators, staff,
students and parents.




Selection and Evaluation Criteria

The media specialist will be responsible for coordinating the collection development program.

Administrators, teachers and parents will be actively involved so that the collection meets the

needs of the school.

Materials should be appropriate for recommended levels.

Materals should be accessible to students of varied abilities and meet the informational

needs of all students.

Materials should relaie to the curniculum and the objectives of the instructional program.

Materials should be selected based on assessed curricular needs.

Materials should reflect the identified leerning outcomes of the instructional program.

haterials should be accurate in terms of content and present facts in an objective manner.

Authority of the author, organization, and publisher should be a consideration in selection.

Materials concerning human development and family life should contain facts, which are

presented in a manner appropriate to the level of students.

9. Materials should reflect the pluralistic nature of a global society.

10.taterials should be available in & variety of formals, e.g. print, audiovisual, electronic,
multimedia, to meet the needs of a diverse student ;Jcpufatmn

11. Materials should be assessed for currency of the information as if relates to the content and
purpose of the item.

12 Literary quality, technical merit, physical arrangement, and aesthefic characteristics should be
considered as integral components in the evaluation of all media formats.

13. Materials should be cost efiective in terms of use.

14. Matzarials should be provided to meet the curricular needs and the individual needs,
interests, and learning styles of all leveis.

d. Selectons may be purchased or accepted 72 hours after posting for bock fair
matzrials and two weeks after posting for all other purchases or donations.

Criteria for Selection
1. All book selections must mest thesa criteria:

&. Free of pomography and material prohibited under Florida Statute 847.012
[harrful to minors].

b, Suited to student needs and their ability ‘o comprehend the material presentad.

C. The content is to be appropriate for the grade level and age group for which the
materials are used of made available. The District shall rely on any State Board of
Education Riges, if they exist, to determine what is age appropriate.

2. In develcping library media center collections consultation of reputable, professionally
recegnized reviewing periodicals is required, if available, aftar a documented diligent search.
K3 These penodicals are print or non-print media including video footage that have been

favorably reviewed by two or more professional sources, if avallable, after a documentad
diligent search. such as a School Library Journal, Horn Book, Booklist, Association for Library
Service to Childran, Kirkus, Young Adult Library Services Association, andfor Children's
Catalog.

4 Library media canter collections will be based on reader interest, suppaort of state
academic standards and aligned cuniculum, and the academic needs of students and faculty.

5. Subject to the required statutory criteria stated above, additional selection criteria
apply:

4. A choice of matenals that support the instructional program and promote reading shall
be avadabie to students and crofessional staff to aflow for varying achievement levels,
interests, and teachingllearning styles. Each school shall, in conjunction with the
“Library Bill of Rights" (bttpsfiwww sla,crg/advocacyfintfreedomilibrarybilly of the
American Library Association ("ALA"), State Statute, and District policy, establish
procedures for the evatuation, selection, management, and disposal of library media
materials in conformance with this pelicy and Policy 8.1205 and shall record such in the
school's collection development plan.

b. The "Library Bill of Rights" referenced herein is 1o be used as a suggested guideline. To
the extent that there are inconsistencies between the guidelines in the "Library Bill of
Rights" and State Statute, or District policy, State Statute and District palicy shall take




precedence and shall govern the selection, retention and disposition criteria of library
media materials for library media centers and classrooms.

C. Selection of materials shall alzn be consistent with the provisions in the School
Board's collective bargaining agreement with CTA relating to academic freedom and
responsibilities--Article H, Section K-—to the extent those provisions are applicable.

d. Moreover consistent with Fla. Stat. § 1006.28 (2) (a) 2, library media materials must
be suitad to student needs and their ability to comprehend the material presented.

e. Any library media material containing pornography or otherwise prohibited by Fla Stat. §
847.012 as harmful to minors may not be used of made available within any public
school.

f.  The matenals selected for schocls are intended o support instruchon, promele reading,
further the pursuit of knowledge through research and exploration, and provide '
inforrmation literacy experiences of educational significance for class groups, individual
students, teachers and administrators. Within budgetary constraints, the intent is to
provide an adequate number and range of library media matenials and resources in a
variety of formats that are appropriate, timely, and essential to the attainment of
specified educational objectives subject to District policy. Library media materials are to
represemnt the diverse cultures,
ethnic groups, languages and religicus beliefs of the community and that are free of
bias, sterectypes, disiortions, and prejudices.

g. Within budgetary constraints, collections shall contain a comprehensive collection
of materials and equipment, in a variety of media formats that are accessible to
students during the school day, to:

1. Promote the development of lifelong reading habits and information
literacy skills in students;

ii. Provide a broad background of information resources in areas of
knowledge:

ii. Support the general educational goals of the District and the cbjectives of
specific courses, including materials that represent diverse points of view in
arder that young citizens may develop, under guidance, the practice of critical
analysis of media and intellectual integrity in forming judgments;

iv. Meet the personal needs and interests of students, including materials that:
nurture the development of recreational readingfistening/ viewing, cultural
appreciation, and aesthetic values; represent the many refigious, racial, ethnic,
fnguistic, and cultural groups in our society and reflect their contributons to the
hefitage and culture of our civilization; foster respect for the diverse roles
available to women and men in teday's sociely; and provide access to matenials
in heritage language as stipulated by the META agreement.

v. Support the professional needs of teachers and adminisirators, and

vl Introduce new instructional technologies into the learning emdaronment.

n. Cther criteria to consider in the selection process include:

. EDUCATIONAL SIGNIFICANCE. — Material is valuable to an individual course
of study or to the library media ccilection; the degree to which the matenal
would be supplemented and explained by mature classroom instruction.

. APPROFPRIATENESS. — Material is geared to the age, maturity, diverse
interests, and learning levels of students for whom it is intended. Reading levels
and Lexifes are considerad to provide a range of material that challenges the
student and guides their selection process.




. ACCURACY. -« Nonfiction information is correct, recent, and objective.

iv. LITERARY MERIT. - Fiction that has a notewcrthy plot, setting,
characterization, style and theme.

v. SCOPE. -- Coment is coverad adequately to achigve its intendad purpose.

vi. AUTHORITY. - The author, editor, or producer has a superior reputation for
producing materials of this nature.

vii. SPECIAL FEATURES. — The item has maps, charts, graphs, glossaries,
andior other learning aids that support the content, are unigue or are valuable.

Vil TRAMSLATION INTEGRITY. - Material translated from one language to
ancther maintains the stylistic characteristics of the original ARRANGERENT. -
Concepts ars prezented in a logical sequence and in a way that assures
learming.

. TREATMENT. -- Typesat, visuals, style, and/or medium captures and holds
the student's attention.

X TECHNICAL QUALITY. — Sound is clear and audible; visuals project
clearty.

Xl AESTHETIC QUALITY. - Materisl is superior to similar ftems in
attractiveness and prasentation of content.

xii.  POTENTIAL DEMAND. - ltem has particular timeliness or popular appeal.

xiv. DURABILITY. - Material has the potential for frequent use or is of a nature
that it will be cansidered consumable.

xv. COPYRIGHT. — Library media materials used in a school shall be procurad and
used in accordance with federal, state and District copyright laws, rules, and
palicies as referenced in School Board Policy 8.121.

ALGRAPHIC NOVELS AND PERIODICALS. -- In addition to the above criteria, all
pictures are o be reviewed for appropriataness prior to placing the graphic
novel or pericdicals into circulation.

Removal of Matarials

1. Library Media Meterials are subject to regular removal or discontinuanece of books
based on, at a minmum, physical condition, rate of recent crculation, alignment io state
academic standards and relevance to curriculum, cut-of-date content, and required removal
pursuant 0 Schoot Board Palicy 8.1205 Objection Procedures for Library Media baterials.

2. fn additicn to regular review, removal. or discontinuance by a schedl library media
specialist, the Superintendent or designes, even without an Objection or challenge, has the
authority to remove library media matenals based on statutory censiderations. The basis for
the removal shall be docurnented.

3. The District will restrict access to school Ibrary media and reading list materials from
students in grade Kindergarten through Grade Three if such materials instruct on sexual
ofientation ot gender identity because HB 1557 (2022) prohibits such instruction.

Oversight for Compliance

1. School principals are responsible far overseeing compliance with school district
procedures for selecting school library media center materials at the school to which they
are assigned,




2. Support toward compliance is available when the assigned school library media
specialist(s) attend professional develcpmentitraining hosted by the District Library Media
Services.

3. Annually, the Distnict requires using the selection cnteria and the removal criteria
referenced in thesa procedures (o have library media specialists evaluate their collection
in order to write & School Callection Development Plan to enhance their individual library
programs that align to the District required companents. They will share that plan with
both their principal and District Library Media Services. Once the plan is approved, the
school will post the school's plan on the school website. District Library Media Services
will ofier annual training on this process.

. The School Collection Development Plan will include: School Mission Statement, Library
Mizsion Statament, Purpose of the Collection Development Plan, School Community
Description, Description of Your Library Program, Budget and Funding, Scope of Callection,
Collection Development, Gifis and Donations, Collection Maintenance, Challenged Materials,
and Goals and Objectives.

The American Library Association affirms that all fibraries are forums for information
and ideas and that the following basic policies should guids their services.

{ibraries should challenge censorship in the fulfilment of their

responsibility to provide information and enlightenment.

L ibraries should cooperate with all persons and groups concerned

with Tesisting the abridgment of free expression and free access to

ideas. '

A person’s right to use a library should not be denied or abridged

because of origin, age, hackground, or views.

Libraries that make exhibit spaces and meeting rooms available to the public
they serve should make such faciliies available on an equitable basis,
regardless of the beliefs or affiliations of individuals or groups requesting their
use.

INTELLECTUAL FREEDOM

AMERICAN LIBRARY ASSOCIATION
THE FREEDOM TO READ STATEMENT

The freedom to read is guaranteed by the Constitution. Those with faith in free people
will stand firm on these constitutional guarantees of essential rights and will exercise
the responsibilities that accompany these rights.

We therefore affirm these propositions:
1. it is in the public interest for publishers and librarians to make available
the widest diversity of views and expressions, including those that are
unorthodox, unpopular, or considered dangerous by the majonty. 2. Publishars.
librarians, and booksellers do not need to endorse every idea or presentation
they make available. It would conflict with the public interast for them to
astablish their own political, moral, or aesthelic views as a standard for
determining what should be published or circidated
3 it is contrary to the public inferest for publishers or fibrarians to bar
access fo writings on the basis of the personal history or potiiical affiliations
of the author.
4. Thera is no place in our society for efforts fo coerce the tasie of
othera, to confine adults to the reading matter deemed suitable for
adolescents, or fo inhibi the efforis of writers to achieve ariistic expression.
5 It is not in the public inferest to force a reader to accept the
prgjudgment of a label characierizing any expression or its author as
subversive or dangerous.
6. Iiis the responsibifity of publishers and librarians, as quardians of ihe
peapda's freedom fo read, to contest encroachments upon that freedom by
thdrviduals oF groups seeking to impose their own standards or tastes upon
the community at farge; and by the government whenever if seeks to reduce
of deny pubfic access to public information.
7. ftis the responsibility of publishers and librarians to give fulf meaning fo
the freedom to read by providing books that enrich the quality and diversity of
thought and expression. By the exercise of this affirmative responsibility, they
can demonstrate that the answer to a "bad” book is a good one, the answer
to a "bad” idea is a8 good one.

This statement was originally issued in May of 1953 by the Westchester Conference
of the American Library Association and the American Book Publishers Council,
which in 1970 consolidated with the American Educational Publishers instifute to
become the Association of American Publishers.

Litrary media that is sensitive or mature may not be appropriate for all readers in a school but remains
a part of the collection to address the needs of some of the reading community if it meets the selection
criteria of the schaol. Educators and library media specialists should be sensitive to the reading level,
belief system, interest level and maturity level of students when helping make selections for individuals,
rezding aleud to groups, or when having whole class participation in a reading project. If 3 parent or
adult student states a reasanabie objection to library reading material assigned to a class, comparable
instruction will be made availabls for the student through an alternate reading assignment without

penalty.

5. Use of Library Media Materials Allocation.— Scheol principals are responsible for ensuring that operating
budget and state categorical funds are used to purchase library media materials that reinforce instruction and
stimulate {eisure reading for the students enrolled at the grade level{s) for which the materials are designed and
to effactively communicate to parents the manner in which raterials are used to implement the curriculum of the
school under Fla. Stat, § 1006.44,

— The Superntendent or his/her designee shall make a final
decision, based on the same criteria considered by the commitiee as set forth in subparagraph (43(f} above,
within fiva (5} schoot waork days of receipt of the District Materials Review Committee recommendation, and
send a wiitten report of that decision to the Chief Academic Officer, the appropriate Assistant
Superintendent, the Principal of the school; and the complainant. The writien decision shall state procedures
and time fimits to appeal to the Board If the complainant is dissatisfied. This decision shall be sent to the
complainant by regular U. G. mall and certified mail, return receipt requested.

b. Aftar rotice to the appealing party, the School Board Level review shall occur at a public meeting and allow
presentation of evidence. The School Board's decision shall be based on the same criteria considered by the
Superintendent as set forth in subsections {43(f) and (b} abave.

b. Each school Frincipal should Include at a minimum, a summary or references to this Challenge Policy and
Schoo! Board Policy 8.12 in the school's staff handbook and shall review the selection and reconsideration
procedures with the staff as needed, emphasizing Board pelicy pertaining to the teaching of controvers|at
issuzs and the ethical considerations that are nesded in handling dtizen complaints with courtesy and
intecrity.

7. Reporting Objections

reprt that identifies: a. Each material for which the school district received an objection pursuant to

county to the use of 7 spedific instructional material or any material used in a classroom, made
avallable in a school library, or included on a reading list] for the school year and the sperific
objectiors thereto, b. Each material that was removed or discontinued as a result of an ohjection. c.
The grade level and course for which 2 removed or discontinued materal was used, as applicable.”

b. Howevar, Fla. Stat. § 1011.67 Funds for instructional materials relating to the Superintendent report due
to the Commissioner of Education by July 1 states:

“The certification must ientify any material that received an objection pursuant to s. 1006.28 for the
school year and the specific objections thereto, each material that was removed or discontinusd as a
result of an objection, and the grada leval and course for which a removed or discontinued material was
usad, as applicable”
