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IRT-Scores in  New EDW and EDW for Teachers Diagnostic Reports 

In FY2011, changes were made to the New EDW and EDW for Teachers diagnostic reports to include 
not only the students’ predicted levels, but also the Item Response Theory (IRT) scores within color-coded 
cells, four-digit number.  Within the four-digit number, the first digit is the predicted FCAT level and the 
remaining three digits are the IRT score.  The cell’s color coding also represents the predicted FCAT 
level. 
 

The IRT score is based not only on the number of questions answered correctly, but also on the pattern of 
questions answered correctly.  Some items count more than others as a result of the questions’ character-
istics.   
 
For example, students who answered correctly the same number of questions  

and answered correctly exactly the same questions receive the same final test score; 

but answered correctly different questions receive a different final test score. 

As a result, the final score is reported as an IRT score. 
 

Shown below is the Phase II New EDW Diagnostic-RTSDA0083 report.  The red boxes show examples of 
Predicted Levels and IRT Scores in the Diagnostic Reading and Math sections.  The new FCAT 2.0 scale 
was used to calculate the Fall and Winter scores shown in the report. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
IRT scores are located in the Reading Profile (Most Recent) RTSOR0036, Math Profile (Most Recent) 
RTSOM0037, and Science Profile RTSFS0121 reports in New EDW and EDW for Teachers.  In addition, 
the IRT scores are located in the Only Diagnostic Reading Gains-RTTDR0423, the Only Diagnostic Math 
Gains-RTTDM0424, and Diagnostic Science Gains Fall to Winter-RTSDS0348 reports. 
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
